[bookmark: _GoBack]Hi, I’m Mike Richman of the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs—with your VA research nugget of the day. Blood sugar as a fuel source? Doesn’t seem plausible. But don’t tell that to Dr. Richard Weir, an expert in prosthetics technology at the VA Eastern Colorado Healthcare System. The self-dubbed “sci-fi geek” is early into developing a power source that will harvest electricity from blood sugar. It will power wearable devices like prostheses and implantable devices like pacemakers and deep brain stimulators. If successful, the technology will be the first of its kind.
