Did you know that a VA pathologist created a scoring system that is used almost universally to predict the aggressiveness of prostate cancer? Dr. Donald Gleason created the scoring system in the 1960s at the Minneapolis VA. Millions of men have since gotten a “Gleason score,” which is considered the most reliable sign of the potential for prostate cancer to grow and spread. It’s also a reference standard in clinical trials for new therapies. Prostate cancer is usually found in its early stages and often grows slowly.
