Research Nugget. A recent study by VA’s Million Veteran Program found new genetic markers for the mental health condition PTSD. The researchers identified 18 locations on the human genome where variations can increase a person’s susceptibility to PTSD. Scientists have long known the risk of developing PTSD is tied partly to genetics. They believe genetic differences help explain why some people develop PTSD from a traumatic event—and others don’t. With more than 830,000 veterans and moving toward 1 million and beyond, the Million Veteran Program is one of the largest research databases in the world.
