Dr. Lathrop received his DVM from Oklahoma State before completing a residency in Laboratory Animal Medicine and a Master of Science in Veterinary Clinical Sciences at Louisiana State University.  His interest in infectious diseases provided an avenue to biocontainment efforts with Leprosy and drug resistant Tb at the Gillis W. Long Hansen’s Disease Center in Carville, Louisiana.  Dr. Lathrop continued his interest in infectious diseases with management of the veterinary operations within the BSL-4 suites at the United States Army Medical Institute of Infectious Diseases (USAMRIID) and the BSL-3 suites within the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology.  Dr. Lathrop retired from the US Army at the rank of Major after a 23 year combined Federal career.  

After retirement from the United States Army, Dr. Lathrop held positions as Attending Veterinarian and Director in commercial toxicology, infectious disease and academic settings.  He has significant experience specialized in New Drug and Device Development, Toxicology, Experimental Surgery and remote digital data capture.  Dr. Lathrop has established programs for animal research under Good Laboratory Practices and ISO 9001.  He was instrumental in forwarding the mission of the South East Regional Biocontainment Laboratory (UAB) and the New England Regional Biocontainment Laboratory at the Cummings School of Veterinary Medicine, Tufts University where he held the rank of Associate and Clinical Professor.   

Dr. Lathrop has built or renovated five biocontainment facilities and introduced many new animal models and species into biocontainment and disease research.  His biocontainment expertise culminated in his co-authorship of section V, Vertebrate Animals, in the 6th edition of the Biosafety in Microbiologic and Biomedical laboratories. He is a Diplomate of the American College of Laboratory Animal Medicine and serves as an Ad Hoc member for AAALAC, Int.  Dr. Lathrop is a respected educator, having directed or co-directed laboratory animal residency programs within academia and the Federal government.  He is currently advancing his skills in the area of Social Sciences research by pursuing a Master of Arts degree in Gerontology.
